Why Hamsa Colurmns wera at Mon Ternples: the legend states that in
the Buddha era, after eight years of enlishtenment, the Buddha traveled to
the mount Suthatsanamarangsit; at that time, the place there was still a sea.
Once having arrived, the Buddha saw two bathing Hamsas {swans) and
therefore predicted that in the future the area where the two Hamsas were
hathing would become a ereat cty named Hanthawaddy. After 1,116 vears
of the Buddha's nirvana, the sea there became shallow and eradually a land
where Hanthawaddy arose. Mon people are very attached to this city, thus
use “Hamsa"” as the symbol of Hanthawaddy and their race. Consequently,
Hamsa apgears in various Buddhist religious objects.
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In the past, Ban Bang Duea was a wasteland where fig trees
erew densely. Later, Mon pecple migrated to seek Royal Protection
in the Kinedom; most of the population here are therefore Mon
people. Most residences are highly elevated single-storey gable
roof houses, The villagers earn their living by trade, farming and
hired work. There remains the belief of Mon spiritual worship,
and the respect-paying to Pa Choo shrine in the d4th and 6th
marnths. Apart from that, there are also interesting local arts such
as Mon traditional dance, Mon gamelan, tom-tom and folk
dance. The famous object of Ban Bang Duea is the fig tree; it is
also a well-known OTOP product that represents the community’s
uniguenass.

As a result of the success of the community development
process which promotes the occupational association and the
income increase and expense decrease, and strengthened the
community, today the villagers have opened their homes for
visitors to experience their community's identity and buy the
folk-wisdom product according to the OTOP Nawatwithi Tourism
Cormrmunity Project.
