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The Ban Thalan is one of 3 Villases of Krachaens Subedistrict, Sam Khok
District, Pathum Thani Province, consisting of Village Mo. 1 - Ban Lumn, Yillage Mo, 2 -
Bam Thalan and Village Mo, 3 - Ban Krachaemg, whase residents are engaged in trade
orcupations, Sorme of them being ethnical Thais have the occupations in gardening
and rice farming. In previcus days, after the productivities were acquired, the produc-
es were brought for piling up on the widely expanded ground (currently the location
of Krachaeng Sub-district Administration Organization) including paddies which were
brewsghit for drving on the eround, as well, On tracdes in the olden days, there wauld
be Chinese merchants cruising up Chaao Phraya River through Krathum Canal adjacent
ta rice drying ground to buy the paddies there. Villagers were of the opinicn that the
place was the baat landing and rice drying grourd, sa, they named it, “Ban Thalan®
wihich was the backaround from where the name of the Village had derived,

The unique identity of Ban Thalan is the litestyle of the pecole living on Chao
Friraya River banks which consist of 3 ethnical eroups: namely; Thals, Chinese and
Mens, Symbol af the Village is Ruea Krachaeng [Caropy Boat) and the Villaae color
is Blue which signifies the river water that nourishes the people’s lives. The charm of
the community is the people’s belief in the shrime of *Puengkac Kongma™ or the
“Hause of Somdet Phra Thi Mang Susivat Amarin” and thelr adherences to it and
practice their belief since the clden days, The shirine is the soul center of the pecgple
in the Village/Sub-district. Whenever people are faced with a mentally-disturbed
matter, they will come and ask for blessings to be successful both in their jobs and
orcupations, The place makes the people in the Village/Subrdistrict live tagether in
peaceful enjoyment with love and unity.

The Villzzers adopted the charm and unigue identity arizen from the
blending of ethrical Thal, Mon and Chinese cultures of their long co-existences to
